News from the Agricultural Experiment Station

Dr. Abdel Berrada, Research Scientist and manager of the Southwestern Colorado Re-
search Center, recently completed a Fulbright research grant to assess drip irrigation 
in Morocco. Faced with chronic water shortages, the government of Morocco put 
forth an ambitious plan to equip 700,000 ha or 50 percent of the total irrigated land 
in Morocco with drip irrigation by the year 2022. Most of this acreage would be 
achieved by converting from inefficient flood irrigation methods to drip irrigation.  
    The main tool used to encourage growers to adopt drip irrigation is a government 
subsidy that covers 60 percent of the total initial investment cost. Approximately 
163,000 ha were equipped with drip irrigation at the end of 2008. Most of this acre-
age belonged to medium or large land owners and most of it was in horticultural 

crops, particularly fruit trees.  
Smaller farmers were less likely to convert to drip irrigation due to its high investment cost, the difficulty 

to obtain loans (the subsidy money is not disbursed until after project completion), or non-familiarity with 
drip irrigation. Other constraints include illiteracy, type of crops grown, and the subsidy approval process, 
which is lengthy and cumbersome. In order to reach its target, the government plans to convert 218,000 ha 
to drip irrigation on a collective basis, meaning that whole irrigation sectors would be converted to drip ir-
rigation. The government will build the infrastructure to bring pressurized and filtered water to each farm 
but each farmer will be responsible to equip his/her land with drip irrigation and receive the 60 percent 
subsidy.   
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
